- DALIR -

Dalir is rich in history and a major setting for the
sagas. It offers beautiful scenery for hiking and walking,
along both the shore and inland, and has good rivers
for angling and diverse bird life. Campsites and other
accommodation and travel services make Dalir an
ideal place for families and everyone interested in
Iceland’s culture, history and heritage.

Budardalur is the main administrative and
service centre in Dalabyggd. Statues there
commemorate two major local cultural figures:
20th-century poet Johannes from K&tlum and
13th-century lawspeaker and historian Sturla
bordarson. On June 24,2000 a replica Viking ship,
islendingur, set sail from Badardalur harbour en
route for Greenland and America, retracing the first

Viking voyages to North America.There is a small
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marina in Budardalur. At the marina is Leifsbud, a museum
and cultural centre housing an exhibition dedicated to Leif
the Lucky and Eric the Red and their discovery of Vineland
and other lands. Population 248.

3 Eiriksstadir. Birthplace of Leif the Lucky. Leifur Eiriksson
- Leif the Lucky, the first European to set foot in America - was
born at Eiriksstadir in Haukadalur. His parents, Eirikur Raudi
(Eirik the Red) and Pj6&hildur, built a farm at Eiriksstadir before
leaving to found the first Viking settlement in Greenland. A
replica of their longhouse has now been built, based on nearby
ruins of a 10th-century farmhouse which has been excavated
by archaeologists. Every day during the summer, “real” Vikings
at the site welcome visitors, tell stories and give displays of
ancient handicrafts.

36 Saudafell. Mountain and nearby farm of the same
name in Middalir. Scene in 1229 of one of the most brutal
attacks in the civil war, which ultimately led Iceland to lose
its independence. This was also the place where Jon Arason
(1484-1550), Iceland’s last Catholic bishop, was captured with
his three sons during the Reformation; they were taken to
Skalholt and beheaded there on 7 November 1550.
